I will also require Rubbings of the Frame and Engine Numbers together with four photographs, two of them showing the position and orientation of the numbers on the bike frame and engine, the other two showing either side of the complete bike preferably showing the registration number fitted to the machine, photographs can be emailed to the above email address. The bike must be in a recognisable as a motorcycle, it does not have to be running but photographs of boxes containing parts is not acceptable, along with a cheque made payable to The British Two Stroke Club Ltd, full club member’s £20.00 part or non-members £35.00 and the declaration below.
